This  year ' s  targets  were ambit ious ,  hop ing  to set  deep reduct ions  in  our  carbon

emiss ions ,  water  usage ,  and generat ion of  waste .  We are very  p leased to report

s ign i f i cant  progress  toward these goa l s ,  in  no smal l  part  due to our process

opt imizat ions .  Th is  performance ref lects  deep commitment  to env ironmenta l

s tewardsh ip  and can be regarded as  a  poss ib le  example for  technology

companies  lead ing  the way .  We recogn ize that  there i s  more work to be done

and mainta in  focus  on the at ta inment  of  long-term susta inab i l i ty  goa l s .  One trend

we not iced las t  year  was  that  our  recyc l ing  numbers  were down.  With a  h igh

commitment  to recyc l ing  and no changes  to our program,  th i s  was  unexpected .

Our susta inab i l i ty  team dec ided to d ig  in  and i so la te  the i s sue .  We rea l i zed that

our data  process  needed to be ref ined .  We accounted for  s tr ic t l y  recyc led i tems

but  had no way to account  for  scraps  that  were sent  out  to be refurb ished .  The

refurb ish ing  process ,  a  separate program from our recyc l ing  program,  pu l l s

mater ia l s  for  refurb ish ing  and then sends  le f tover  scraps  for  recyc l ing .  We

ref ined the process  to f ind that  we were send ing  more through the refurb ish ing

program.  Ga ins  in  the refurb ish ing  program expla ined drops  in  recyc l ing .  We

also noted that  the peak for  refurb ished/recyc led was  h igher  than ant ic ipated in

FY2023 due to o ld  products  coming out  of  warranty  th i s  year  and are expected

to normal i ze  in  FY2024.
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9. METRICS AND TARGETS
We track our performance on susta inab i l i ty  by  r igorous ,  re levant  EPEAT Cr i ter ion and ESG metr ics .  These goa l s  are

ambit ious  yet  ach ievab le ,  ref lect ing  our  commitment  to de l iver  measurab le  progress .  On the board in  the report ing

per iod ,  we saw improvements  in  our  reduct ion of  our  overa l l  waste  footpr int .  Whi le  we were d i sappointed to watch our

CO2e emiss ions  go up ,  the reason for  th i s ,  our  f i r s t  deep d ive into Scope 3 Transportat ions  Emiss ions  Report ,  was  a

boon toward he lp ing  us  see our true impact ,  set  reduct ion targets  and improve .   I t  i s  a  huge win to take th i s  s tep back i f

i t  means  future growth forward .  These metr ics  are more than just  numbers ;  they represent  the hard work and

dedicat ion put  in  by  every  member of  the team to l i ve  up to our commitments  toward susta inab le  deve lopment .

Ace Computers  i s  a  technology so lut ion prov ider  who

has  huge concerns  about  susta inab i l i ty  and reduct ion

regard ing  our  carbon footpr int .  At  Ace ,  we have

worked t i re less ly  to  expand our report ing  from Scope

1 and 2 report ing  to bu i ld  in  Scope 3 report ing .  Our

goa l  i s  to  have the most  robust  report ing  that  we can

accompl i sh .  Th is  year  we proudly  captured our Scope

3 emiss ions  from Product  Transportat ion .   I t  was  a

large undertak ing  for  a  smal l  bus iness ,  but  i t  has  taken

us  a  huge leap forward in  understand ing  our  CO2e

output  and s trateg iz ing  future goa l s  and targets  for

reduct ion .
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SCOPE 1 & 2
Scope 1 Emissions: Ace Computers reported Scope 1 Emissions of 55 metric tons of CO2e. Breakdown: stationary combustion, 37 metric tons
CO2e; mobile sources, 13 metric tons CO2e; refrigeration/AC equipment use, 5 metric tons CO2e; no emissions related to fire suppression or
purchased gases were reported. These are direct emissions from the sources controlled by the company and reflect a medium environmental impact
from their operational activities.

Location-Based Scope 2 Emissions: Scope 2 location-based emissions of the company were 339 metric tons of CO2e. This would seem to capture
most of Ace Computers' emissions coming from electricity use, perhaps representative of the energy intensiveness in our operations.

Market-Based Scope 2 Emissions: Under market-based Scope 2, covering the energy providers chosen and the energy contracts in place, Ace
Computers' Scope 2 comes out at a lower quantity of 174 metric tons of CO2e. This may put us on a path of greener electricity or merely one
where some of the energy contracts hold energy providers to lower emissions.

Total Organization Emissions: Aggregating both Scope 1 and location-based Scope 2 emissions, the total organizational emission would be 394 metric
tons of CO2e. If market-based Scope 2 is considered, it reduces to a total of 229 metric tons of CO2e. This shows the impact of the market-based
decisions on the company's overall carbon footprint.

Offsets and net emissions: Since there were no offsets reported, Scope 1 and Scope 2 location-based emissions remain 394 metric tons of CO2e,
while net market-based emissions are 229 metric tons of CO2e. Though Ace Computers currently has no carbon offset projects, we purchased
RECs in the amount of 234 MWh for fiscal year 2023.

SCOPE 3
Scope 3 Emissions: The indirect emissions not owned or controlled directly by Ace Computers yet related to their activities totaled 14,827 metric
tons of CO2e. The major contribution came from upstream transportation and distribution activities of 14,799 metric tons of CO2e, while
employee commuting, business travel and waste handling were 15 metric tons CO2e, 2 metric tons CO2e and 11 metric tons CO2e, respectively.
These figures indicate that supply chain-related activities is the biggest contributor to Ace’s total emissions.

Additional Information: Ace Computers reported no biomass CO2 from either category, stationary or mobile sources, thus Ace Computers does
not use biomass as a fuel for its operations.

Overall, despite Ace Computers' best efforts to lower their direct emissions, it is quite evident from data that there is a gross environmental impact
from indirect activities, particularly transportation. Ace Computers completed their first Product Transport this year which added additional CO2e
emissions not accounted for in previous years.  While the total CO2e emissions has increased significantly, we see this updated accounting as
progress towards understanding our full carbon footprint. This obviously provides an extraordinarily clear indicator of where the company might
most effectively concentrate their work toward sustainability for the greatest impact on their carbon footprint in the future.
